RE: SELF RESCUE; 1973 
INTERNATIONALS; & 
OTHER MATTERS 

In a recent letter to class 
officers. Dick Tennerstedt made 
the following points: 

More than broken masts came 
out of the Lake Dillon Inter­
nationals. We had four Class 
Presidents (Wes Presby. Bob 
Smith. Frank Flaherty and my­
self); Technical Committee 
Chairman Mel Reid; Treasurer­
Elect Dick Mayne; and Rod 
Greiner. builder of the self­

~ rescue glass boat. 

This group met early one 
morning after hearing much 
discussion on class future and 
self rescue (see minutes of the 
Annual Meeting.) We hashed 
over what constitutes a Penguin
and what 20-20 hindsight tells 
us where past mistakes in the 
change to glass. There was 
complete unanimity on these 
four points: 

1) Class survival requires 
some changes. Specifically.
widespread introduction of 
self rescue boats in both wood 
and glass. 

2) What makes a Penguin is
