Penguin International Champion.

Sixty-one boats participated in the
Senior Series, sailing predominately in
light air, Petersen with a total point
sccre of 278,8 bested second place Arnaldo

_~T. Caldas (278,6) by 2/10 of a point and
arlos R, Chaves (277.8) by 1 point.

‘Caldas led after 3 races with Peter-
sen second, Petersen took over the lead
after the Lth race and went into the final
with a 5 point lead over Chaves, who had
Galdas by 4/10 point,

In the final race, Caldas finished
second to take series second over Chaves
who finished third for a series third,
Petersen, with a Seventh place finish
in the last race managed to maintain his
lead for the title, :

Forty-six Junior Penguin competitors
were only able to complete 3 races for
the championship,

finishes for 136.8 points. He was fol-
lowed by Geraldo Low-Beer with 131.8 points.,

The top three Junior contestants also
raced in the 8enior Chanpionship and placed
tenth, fourth, and ninteenth respectively,

The Race Committee had an unusually
difficult time in getting the series com-
pleted due to the continuous light air
condition, This was a far cry from the
first Internationals held in Rio in 1965,
That week, the sixty-three boats sailed
the opener in 20 mph winds with higher
gusts and breakinc seas, The wind modera-
ted slightly for the rest of the series
but all races were siled in good air. In
1965, three participants from the United
States sailed, It is hoped that more
Penguin sailors from the north will spend
the next three years making plans to attend
the next Internationals sailed in South
Americag waters,

In the meantime, we in the north
look forward to meeting next year's con-
tingent of good South American competi-
tors at the 197L Internationals,
