As the racers 
arrived, they unloaded their boats, went through 
measurement and proceeded to get ready for race day. 
The practice race for Tuesday afternoon was replaced by a 
race for the pool in order to cool off. Wednesday morning 
brought cloUdy skies, and a good breeze out of the west. 
Being protected by the hillside behind the club the true 
force of the breeze was yet to be felt. 

After the welcome of all the sailors and crews, and 
the last minute measurements were done, we were all 
ready· to go out and race. The three areas that sailors 
came from, Maryland, New York, and Chicago, hadn't 
sailed against each other for a year or more. Each area 
had its share of competition, Dick Tennerstedt and Sandy 
Rapp, John MacCausland and Bud Dailey, Larry Cole and 
the Blacks, but how would they stack up against the other 
regions? 

As we sailed out of the harbor to the race area, the 
breeze began to get stronger, and by race time the breeze 
was a steady 15 knots with higher gusts, and a little shifty. 
We had two boats capsize before the first start. Race One 
was to be windward leeward two times around, finishing 
downwind. It seemed at the start that the pin end was

Erin and I held on to win with Dick and Diane 
second and Bud and Sue Dailey third.
