He is currently awaiting a shipment of plywood, as the pieces he ordered in 1959 turned out to be a bit too short, and the availability of 12’ pieces of plywood has changed over that time period.  We wish John the best of luck and cheer him on in his effort to finish his boat.

Penguin Masts:

After a lengthy wait, the class now has the aluminum mast blanks for sale. The mast comes as a tube with halyard fitting installed at the top and stiffening sleeve inserted at the lower end.  Price is $650.  We also have mast butt fittings available for $35.  We are still working on making the mast turner handles and boom collars available, as we don’t yet have a source for those.
Innovator Project:

Last year, the class invested money with a builder to produce an Innovator Penguin.  This is the newer self-rescuing design, popular with the Chicago fleet.  At present, we are still waiting for the first boat to be completed, but are hopeful we will have some positive news to report on this front in the near future.
